Property Details:  

2 McCracken Court, Lochgilphead 

2 bedroom upper sheltered flat 

  

This property is a former staff upstairs flat situa ted within, and forming part of, McCracken 

Court, which is a sheltered housing complex compris ing 8 houses and flats.  It is situated in a 

quiet location in the centre of Lochgilphead, close  to shops and banks and other local 

amenities. It is half a mile from the local hospita l and doctor’s surgery (local bus service 

available).   

 

The property is fully self contained and comprises the following: 

Large (approx 30m²) open plan kitchen/livingroom wi th 2 storage heaters

2 bedrooms (approx 10.8m² and 9.75m²) both with fit ted wardrobes and panel heaters

McCracken Court 

Staff provide an on-site warden service for 2½ hour s every day.  The property is linked to 

Hanover Careline who provide a telecare service for  the remainder of the day.  Both these 

services operate every day of the year. 

The Warden has an Office in the adjoining building,  and there is a communal livingroom within 

the complex. 

 

The property attracts a rent of £59.84 and a Servic e Charge of £72.10 per week.  The service 

charge covers the cost of the provision of the ward en service, telecare services, maintenance of 

communal facilities etc.  Depending on financial ci rcumstances tenants are eligible to apply for 

housing benefit in respect of the rent and the Asso ciation is in negotiation with Argyll and Bute 

Council in respect of the service charges. (NB at p resent these are not eligible for housing 

benefit).  

 

Applicants can apply for McCracken Court if they ar e over 60 years old.  As this is an upstairs 

flat with a spiral stone staircase this property wo uld ideally suit a couple who are mobile, but 

would benefit from being in sheltered housing.
